Orchid Registration for the Southland Orchid Show at The Huntington 2010
Registration for individual orchid plants will operate similar to previous years with a few exceptions.  The Southland Orchid Show Committee (SOSC) has computerized the registration process to ensure accuracy and ease of registration.  In years past, registrant created plants lists to bring to the show.  These plant lists were transferred to the show registration forms and later to individual plant labels.  In 1998 the SOSC revised the registration system to allow computer input of plants.  For the 2010 show SOSC is requesting that each registrar pick one of two ways to register their plants, either by using the internet registration at the SOSC website, www.orchidshow.org, or to input the plants on an Excel worksheet disk that will be emailed to each professional organization and society.  The Excel worksheet will be provided to each group by email after they have sent back the first packet with their email address.  The Excel worksheet should arrive in early August.
By registering through the computer, the exhibitors will save time by creating only one plant list, and allowing SOSC to print the labels.  This process reduces the replication of creating lists and registering plants two additional times.  SOSC is also in the process of computerizing the AOS and CSA judging forms so that they will be linked with the SOSC registration forms.  By linking all registration forms we will be able to register all plants only once and prevent duplication of efforts. 

Please assist the SOSC and The Southland Orchid Show at The Huntington by completing the registration protocols on either the Internet or on Excel worksheet.  This will ultimately save all of us a huge amount of time and prevent mistakes.

The available display sizes are: (1) Table top - Single tabletop 2.5 x 6 Ft., or double tabletop 5 x 6 ft; and (2) Floor display - 25 sq. ft. (min.) to 100 + sq. ft.  The Show Designer will determine all site locations.  A rough sketch of your display is REQUIRED by August 20, 2010.  The Show Designer will use the sketch as a criterion to assign display location.  Rules and regulations for all displays will apply.  A complete set of show rules is included with these registration materials.  If you have any questions concerning your display, please contact the Show Designer.

JUDGING:  American Orchid Society, Cymbidium Society of America, and Show Ribbon judging will occur on Thursday, October 14, 2010.  Plants may be entered for judging on Tuesday and Wednesday, October 12 & 13.

VENDOR SALES BOOTHS:  All vendors are required to put in a competitive display. The show management will provide each vendor booth with three tables, two chairs and a vendor sign (which must be returned at the close of the show).  This year the sales fee for vendor booths will be $800.00.

GENERAL RULES:  All wiring and other electrical installations must be approved to prevent overloading of circuits.  Displayers will not be permitted to add unordered wattage.  Flexible cords shall be used only in continuous lengths.  Splices and taps shall be made in approved terminating enclosures.  Flexible cords shall be securely fastened to boxes and other terminating points by means of approved cord grips.  All foreign made electrical equipment must have diagrams and spec sheets available or The Huntington will not allow their use.

LIGHTING FIXTURES:  Brass shell lamp holders, porcelain cleat receptacles.  Porcelain ring receptacles and lamp holders with exposed terminals shall not be used.

Exposed non-current carrying metal parts of lighting fixtures shall be effectively grounded or shall be installed out of reach of the public and not less than eight (8) feet vertically nor less than five (5) feet horizontally from any grounded surface.  This applies to general lighting, display lighting, booth lighting and other similar types of lighting.

FIRE RULES:  All cloth draperies or other materials must be flameproof or fire retardant and must comply with the regulations of the San Marino Fire Department.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

1.  Participation in The Southland Orchid Show at The Huntington is by invitation.  Invitations will be issued by The Southland Orchid Show Committee, Inc. and may be revoked at any time.  Invitation to participate in one year's show does not guarantee invitation to future shows.  invitation to future shows will be based on the performance of the exhibitor.  New invitees are added to the invitation list by recommendation to the Southland Orchid Show Committee by a member of said Committee or by recommendation of a member of a participating orchid society.

2.  Although every precautionary measure will be taken to protect your property, The Huntington Library, Art Collections and Botanical Gardens and the Southland Orchid Show Committee, Inc. will not be responsible for damage of, loss of or failure to return plants or flowers.

3.  Each exhibitor agrees, upon entering the Show, to abide by the Rules and Regulations.  Failure to abide by the Rules and Regulations may result in forfeiture of Show awards and disqualification from future participation.  Decisions of the Show Committee are final.  The Show Committee reserves the right to create additional rules and regulations or to modify those previously announced when such action is deemed to be in the best interest of the Show.

4.  All commercial displays will be judged by a minimum five-member committee to assure that such displays meet a high artistic standard.  Invitation to future shows will depend on the quality of the exhibitors' display and adherence to the Rules and Regulations of the Show. Participants will be notified of their score after the show.  Exhibits shall be evaluated based upon a ten-point standard.  These standards are:  Plant Quality - 3 points; Plant Quantity - 2 points; Theme - 2 points; Artistic Merit - 2 points; Labeling - 1 point.  In the event a commercial exhibitor's score falls below 4.0, that commercial exhibitor shall be placed on probation for the period of one year.  During said period of probation, the exhibitor shall make efforts to improve the quality of their display.  The exhibitor's display shall be re-evaluated during the next Southland Orchid Show in which the exhibitor participates.  If the display score rises above the 4.0 level, the probation shall be deemed satisfied.  In the event the display score does not rise above 4.0, the exhibitor shall be suspended from the Southland Orchid Show at The Huntington for a period of one year.  Invitations to participate in future Southland Orchid Shows shall be extended only if display space is available.

5. The exhibit score of each commercial vendor shall determine sales booth location.  Each commercial vendor shall be provided with a map of the sales area in the information packet.  The vendor will have the opportunity to select a first, second and third choice of locations for their sales area.  The sales area for each commercial vendor shall be assigned based on the exhibit score of the vendor.  In the event two parties choose the same sales space, the vendor with the higher exhibit score shall be given the space and the vendor having the lower of the two scores shall be assigned to their second or third choice of sales space.  In the event that two commercial vendors choose the same sales space and have equal exhibit scores, the vendor whose returned information packet bears the earliest postmark shall be awarded the sales space.  Should none of the vendor's choices of sales booth be available, then the vendor shall be contacted by the vendor coordinator of the show and the vendor coordinator and the exhibitor shall work together to come to a mutually agreeable sales space location.  New commercial vendors shall be assigned sales spaces after all returning vendors have been assigned their respective sales areas and such assignment shall be based on the date of the postmark on the returned information packet.

6.  Commercial exhibitors who violate any portion or whole of any Rule or Regulation shall be subject to penalties stated as follows:  Any commercial exhibitor found to be in violation shall be notified of their violation by a member of the Southland Orchid Show Committee, Inc. and shall immediately correct such violation.  Failure to address and correct any reported violation would result in the assessment of a one-point penalty per violation per day of violation against the overall exhibit score of the exhibitor.  In addition, any exhibitor committing such violation shall be placed on probation for the period of one year.  Any subsequent violation shall result in the suspension of the exhibitor from the Show for a period of one year.  Subsequent invitations to participate in future Southland Orchid Shows at The Huntington or other events sponsored by The Southland Orchid Show Committee, Inc. shall be extended only if display space is available.  Should any exhibitor commit a subsequent violation of any portion or whole of any Rule or Regulation following a period of suspension, said exhibitor shall forfeit any future participation in any orchid show or event sponsored by The Southland Orchid Show Committee, Inc. in perpetuity.

7.  ONLY orchid plant materials may be sold by Exhibitor.  No other plant material of any type is to be sold.  There are no exceptions of any kind.  Certain orchid artifacts (i.e. books, potting materials, fertilizers and other items deemed to be helpful or necessary to the cultivation of orchids) will be permitted subject to the approval of the Show Manager.

8.  Any plant showing evidence of disease or pests will not be accepted for display or sale.  Plants suspected of being infested or diseased must be removed.

9.  No flowers other than orchids can be used in exhibits.  Exhibitors shall provide all materials, except furnished plastic sheeting for floor protection, at their own expense.  All plastic floor protection must be covered with bark or other decorative materials.  Exhibitors are responsible for providing their own bark or other material and must be prepared to use it at the time of display installation.  All decorative materials must be flame proofed and shall comply with the rules and regulations of the San Marino City Fire Department.

10.  All exhibits requiring electricity and water must obtain approval from the Show Designer and the appropriate forms must be filled out stating the requirements of such exhibits.

11.  Materials that produce unpleasant odors are prohibited and, if used, will be removed.  

12.  All time limits with regard to the set-up of displays as set forth in the Show Schedule must be adhered to.  The building of displays inside the display areas including, but not limited to, sawing, hammering, drilling, etc., is absolutely prohibited.  Painting and staining are not permitted in display area at any time.  Building of displays must be done prior to setting up at the Huntington.

13.  The Show Committee will provide identification signs to each orchid display and each vendor. No advertisements, signs or flyers of any nature will be permitted in the display proper or in close proximity thereto.  No other signage is permitted in the sales area except small countertop signs.  Nothing of a "bazaar" or "flea market" appearance will be allowed.  Discount signs of any type in the sales area will not be permitted.  All signs must be returned to the Show Managers or to show office located in the Show Office on the first floor of Banta Hall in The Huntington Botanical Center.

14.  All plants offered for sale MUST be established or potted firmly in an appropriate media for each type.  No newly potted plants will be permitted (except as indicated and the purchaser informed of same) and any offered will be removed from sales counters.  Bare root plants may be sold as long as they are represented as such.  Vendors offering bare root plants are encouraged to provide cultural information to customers.

15.  All commercial growers who are selling orchid plants during the show must comply with the safety and security rules and regulations included in the Rules and Regulations.

16.  Exhibitors with displays in open areas must keep the area around their displays accessible for Huntington guests during set-up, show hours and takedown. 

17.  All exhibitors are responsible for cleaning up their displays and sales areas during and after the set-up and takedown time.  Any materials remaining in or near the display site will be thrown away and will be subject to cleaning charges by the Huntington.  Charges for cleaning will be billed directly to the exhibitor.  Charges will be assessed and may include labor costs, supply costs and other costs in addition to a possible punitive amount.

18.  As The Huntington Botanical Gardens are open spaces and visitors cannot be prevented from entering the exhibit area with purchased plants, all items sold MUST be tagged.  Each Commercial Exhibitor will be supplied with a number of colored stickers to apply to plants sold in the sales area.  A different color sticker will represent each day of sales.  All plants sold must be clearly marked with said sticker.  The Southland Orchid Show Committee provides a "Plant Hotel" for the convenience of show attendees.  The Committee requests that vendors remind customers of its presence and encourage them to use the Plant Hotel to hold their purchased plants.

19.   Exhibitor ("Exhibitor") shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless Southland Orchid Show Committee, Inc. ("Committee") (including, without limitation, its agents, employees, lenders and partners, and directors and officers of any partners of Committee and any corporations or other entities controlling, controlled by or under common control with Committee) from and against any and all claims, liabilities and losses (collectively, "Claims"), including any and all costs and attorneys' fees incurred in the defense or pursuit of any Claim or any actions or proceeding brought thereon for any personal injury, death or property damage or loss occurring in, on or about The Huntington Botanical Gardens and immediate environs ("Show Area") while Exhibitor is in occupancy of or attendance to the Show Area, arising from (a) Exhibitor's occupancy of the Show Area, (b) the alleged act, neglect, fault of, or omission by Committee, or its agents, employees, guests or invitees, (c) any breach or default in the performance of any obligation of Exhibitor hereunder and (d) the conduct of Exhibitor's business, activities, work or any other things done, permitted or suffered by Exhibitor in or about the Show Area.  If any action or proceeding is brought against Committee by reason of any of the forgoing Claims, Exhibitor, upon notice from Committee, shall defend the same at Exhibitor's expense by counsel reasonably satisfactory to Committee.  Committee may assert its right to indemnification under the paragraph with respect to any of the foregoing Claims without first paying any of such Claims.

20.  All questions regarding the interpretation or application of these rules and regulations shall be referred to the Show Manager for a decision.  All decisions made by the Show Manager are final.
